In general, a single SPD device shall be installed
on the load side of a building''s main service
disconnect, typically at the service entrance
switchboard or main distribution panel.

A box shall be used wherever a change is made to
a raceway system or a cable system which is
metal clad or metal sheathed.

All main switchboards and switchgear shall be of
the circuit breaker design, unless written
permission for fusing has been granted by
Facilities Services. If fusing, provide 10% spare
fusing with a minimum of ...
